. How to Collect?

Rajgor's can arrange for local delivery in Mumbai and
shipping within India and internationally (subject to
provisions of the AAT Act) at the buyer's expense. The
shipping and handling cost will be on a Cost-Insurance-
Freight (CIF) basis unless instructed otherwise. If Rajgor's
organizes delivery even within Mumbai, transit insurance
is mandatory.
